P3 Sets Record Straight on Pennsylvania’s Wholesale Electricity Markets 

HARRISBURG, PA – In comments filed before the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission today, the PJM Power Providers Group refutes criticisms that have been recently leveled against Pennsylvania’s competitive wholesale electricity markets.


“Pennsylvania’s wholesale electricity markets are competitive and working as intended,” said P3 President Glen Thomas.  “The fundamental structure is sound and serving Pennsylvania well.”
In its comments P3 concludes, “Consumers will be best served in the long run by a market that relies on competition, not regulation. … Pennsylvania should be extremely proud of the work that has been done to date and should always look for ways to improve the markets to the benefit of consumers.  Pennsylvania’s markets are viable, efficient and strong.  The challenge before this Commission is how to improve them…”
